Other Upcoming Events/Drives   Information From Nancy Jackson:
••  October 17 - Hisey Farm Festival  Hisey Park (5443 Middletown Road) is a lovely old farm, with the original house and barn on the property.  This family event primarily features historical farm activities, such as old tractors on display, hayrides, traditional crafts, nature studies, etc.  However, there will be a helicopter arriving early afternoon for a simulated event extracting victims from a car crash on the property. That being said, the organizers are hoping for carriages on display, and would really like to have horses as a part of the event.  They suggest that if anyone would like to participate with horses, perhaps driving the maze in the lowland fields, or accessing the Little Miami Scenic Trail nearby, we can arrive anytime after 8:30am and plan to leave by noon.  Obviously, if the weather is bad, they don't expect us to be there. 
Directions to Hisey Park:  From the intersection of SR 73 and US Route 42, go east on SR 73 for about a quarter mile, then turn left onto Smith Road, and go to stop sign.  Turn left onto Corwin Road.  This road is parallel to the Little Miami Scenic Trail.  Go about two miles on Corwin Road, then turn left onto Middletown Road.  Go about 1/4 mile to 5443 Middletown Road.  Pull into the gravel drive, and follow it to the large looped gravel area near the fenced dog park, which is where they'd like the horse trailers to park. 
From I-71, take SR 73 westbound.  After you pass the Caesar's Creek bridle trail sign, look for Smith Road on the right.  Take Smith Road to Main Street, turn left onto Main Street, which becomes Corwin Road at the stop sign.  Go about two miles on Corwin Road, then turn left onto Middletown Road.  You will see Hisey Park on your right once you are on Middletown Road.  Pull into the gravel drive, and follow it to the large looped gravel area, which is where they'd like the horse trailers to park.

••  October 24 - Horses in Armco Park  This is the latest addition to the Warren County Parks.  This event invites members and friends of the Ohio Valley Carriage Club and the Warren County chapter of the Ohio Horseman's Council, to celebrate horses in Warren County.  The northern part of the park will be open for riding and driving from 9am to 4pm.  Most of the park's asphalt roads will be open for riding and carriage driving, and vehicular traffic will be limited to the area of the park nearest the golf course and the party pavilion.  This is a beautiful park.  We appreciate the opportunity to meet here, and look forward to seeing you there.  Come anytime during the day, and bring your own lunch/snacks and beverages.  Rest rooms will be open near Shelter #9; lots of parking space is available on the grass nearby.  Water will be available for horses. 
As a side note, since this park is not typically open to horses, we have promised to pick up after ourselves and our horses after this event.  Please bring manure buckets and forks, and plan to take the "black gold" home to your compost pile.  We very much would like to make sure we are able to return for a ride/drive in the future, so appreciate your help in this.  Not bringing a horse?  We'd appreciate your help in Poop Patrol too! 
Directions:    take 741 to Greentree Road, then look for the open gate on the south side of the road.  (The entry is approximately at site #15 on the map located at  http://www.co.warren.oh.us/parks/parks/parkmap_armco.pdf 

Look for OVCC and OHC signs directing you to the parking area for horse trailers.   
While the park will be open to horses from 9am to 4pm, it would be fun to have a group of carriages out for a drive for the afternoon.  If you'd like to participate in this group drive, plan to arrive around noon, meet for lunch around 1 and drive for the afternoon.  If you need more information, contact Nancy Jackson 513-899-2402.
